Applicants must
provide a physician’s release prior to participating in the physical agility
test. Applicants accepting employment must reside within 30 minutes
travel time to the department within one year. Applicants must obtain a
pre-employment card from the Chatham Police Department, 117 E.
Mulberry, Chatham, lllinois. The applicant shall furnish, with the pre-
employment card, a copy of Military Service Records, Discharge Papers,
Social Security Card, Birth Certificate, High School Diploma or GED
Certificate, a copy of College or University Degree. Completed pre-
employment packets must be returned to the Chatham Police
Department by 5 p.m., November 1%, 2024. The written test, physical
agility test and oral interviews will begin promptly at 8:00 am on
November 17, 2024, at the lllinois State Police Academy. The lllinois
State Police Academy is located at 3700 East Lake Shore Dr, Springfield,
IL62712.

*A veteran shall be allowed to exceed the
maximum age provision of this Section by the
number of years served on active military
duty, but by no more than 10 years of active
military duty. (65 ILCS 5/10-2.1-6)
